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The North West is, jointly with London, the second largest region — also like London, its delegation of
MPs falls from 75 to 68 in the boundary changes.

Lancashire, Greater Manchester and Cheshire are grouped with 50 seats. It may be technically
possible to treat all counties separately, but this would mean county averages in these areas would
be substantially away from the UK average, making it difficult to form coherent seats and avoid
splitting wards. Cheshire is complicated by the very large wards that the Commission is obliged to
use in Cheshire East and Cheshire West & Chester — wards which since May 2011 no longer conform
to the electoral wards used for those local authorities. The inability of the Commission to use
updated ward maps is another of the inflexible aspects of the new Act. It might be more feasible to
have a Cheshire-only solution if the new smaller wards could be used.

The county boundaries between Greater Manchester and Lancashire to the north and Cheshire to
the south are crossed more frequently than the model usually crosses county lines. This reflects the
geography and history to some extent (particularly in the case of Lancashire), but is mostly because
of the identification of areas like Bolton with Lancashire and Hale and Cheadle with Cheshire that is
reflected in local culture, postal addresses and the like. There is, unlike say a straddle seat between
Norfolk and Suffolk, little sense of straddle seats like these mixing different communities. The
pattern chosen also enables a large block of seats around Salford and Wigan to remain unchanged.



Cheshire

There are extensive alterations in the east and centre of the county, but several seats in the west are
not greatly altered. The Weaver Vale constituency, created in 1997, is abolished.

Southport is a problem case for the new boundary regime. It is a well-defined, self-contained town

which happens to a bit too small for a constituency of its own. One solution would be to take in

some rural inland West Lancashire wards — a county border crossing that would however fit well

with local sentiment. However, to do so would probably mean another crossing of the Merseyside

somewhere else east of the Mersey, causing disruption in St Helens, Warrington or Wigan. The

alternative, as here, is unfortunately to split the town of Formby in half.
